	Who is Aviation Technical Services? 

	[bookmark: _GoBack]Aviation Technical Services is the unit with the Aviation Operation’s central office that oversee regulatory compliance with federal standards for signage, marking, lighting, airspace, and obstructions, including Modification of Standards (MoS) and FAA Form 7460. 


	What is a 7460 (FAA Form 7460)? 
	This Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) form is officially known as “Notice of Proposed Construction or Alteration” and is required by CFR 14 Part 77. It must be submitted at least 45-days prior to start of project or construction activities. Review the 7460 presentation for additional information.


	What information do I need to file FAA Form 7460? 

	Refer to Page 7 of the 7460 presentation. 


	What happens if I need to get work done sooner than the minimum 45 days notice?

	Part 77 requires that a minimum of 45 days notice be provided to FAA with few exceptions in the event of an emergency. Contact Aviation Technical Services or Airport Operations at your local airport for additional guidance. 


	What is Part 77?

	Part 77 refers to two things: a) the federal regulation (14 CFR Part 77) that protects airspace around an airport, b) the imaginary surfaces defined in the federal regulation that must be protected in order to ensure safe, efficient use of the airport (i.e. approach surface, primary surface, departure surface). Aviation Technical Services or Airport Operations can provide additional guidance on Part 77.


	What is TERPS?

	United States Standard for Terminal Instrument Procedures (TERPS) are defined in FAA’s Order 8260.3. These are operational flight procedures that are used by air traffic arriving and departing at our airports. Generally, though not always, the design criteria and surfaces for TERPS reside within Part 77 surfaces (similar to a nesting doll). Penetration of a TERPS surface typically indicates a significant adverse effect to air navigation. Aviation Technical Services can provide additional guidance on TERPS.


	Should I box out the whole work site at a certain height or should I break it down depending on use?

	Recommendations vary by project. Generally, if a structure or equipment will be stationary, only one point should be submitted. If the equipment will be mobile, at least 4 points should be filed outlining the entire work site. Contact Aviation Technical Services (ATS) for guidance. 


	How early should I submit a 7460?

	FAA requires at least 45 days notice prior to construction or the start of the project. 


	What is a CSPP and do I need one?

	Refer to Page 8 of the 7460 presentation. 


	Are there any special requirements for solar panels?

	All on-airport solar panels must be evaluated via submission of Form 7460. Refer to the FAA’s Interim Policy for On-Airport Solar Panels. 


	Do I need to install an obstruction light?

	FAA’s determination will include requirements, if any, for obstruction lighting. Refer to FAA Advisory Circular 70/7460-1L Obstruction Marking and Lighting 


	What are the requirements or specifications for obstruction lights?

	Refer to FAA Advisory Circular 150/5345-48J Specification of Obstruction and Lighting


	Can my contractor or I file Form 7460?

	No. All on-airport 7460’s must be filed by Aviation Technical Services. Failure to submit through Aviation Technical Services may result in FAA rejecting and/or terminating your submittal. 


	What is a survey accuracy letter and what is required?

	Survey accuracy is the buffer or margin of safety FAA applies to all submittals. By default, FAA applies 4D accuracy (+250’ horizontal, +50’ vertical) to all submittals. Submittal of a signed and sealed 1A survey accuracy letter from your contractor or PA Central Survey will favorably reduce this margin to 1A (+20’ horizontal, +3 vertical). 1A Survey Accuracy letters are highly recommended for exceptionally tall equipment/structures, or when operating in close proximity to a runway. 


	My determination letter is about to expire, what should I do? 

	Contact Aviation Technical Services to request an extension. 


	Who is responsible for filing FAA Form 7460?

	The Project Manager is responsible for initiating submittal of FAA Form 7460. Refer to Page 5 of the 7460 presentation. 


	The work area, schedule or equipment changed. Do I need to file a new Form 7460?

	Refer to your determination letter. Generally, if any equipment or structure exceeds what has already been evaluated, a new 7460 will need to be filed. The new 7460 will then require 45 days notice for FAA review. 


	How many 7460s do I need to file? 

	At least one submittal is required for temporary construction equipment. Temporary construction equipment associated with new on-airport permanent structures (i.e. building, light pole etc.) require a prior and separate submittal for the permanent structure.
