1. All new fire detection, notification, and activation devices must be NYC approved (provide UL number).

2. All new activation equipment must be NYC approved (provide UL number).

3. Damaged fire detection and suppression devices shall be replaced with new devices that are NYC approved (provide UL number).  This requirement applies to all new devices regardless of their being replacements for damaged devices.

4. All Fire Alarm Detection, Suppression, Supervisory, and Trouble signals shall transmit from the Fire Alarm Control Panel to the Central Monitoring Station as addressable devices. 

5. Each alarm point must send the central station a restore code.

6. Label all devices containing End of Line Resistors (EOL).
7. Must provide a continuous fire watch if there is a fire alarm system impairment in the space of the proposed work or other areas affected by the construction, and the Contractor shall notify the facilities manager whom shall complete an Impairment Notification Form and forward it to the persons indicated on that form.

8. In the event that fire detection, notification, or suppression devices are removed & replaced, relocated, or damaged (and replaced with new devices – new devices shall be NYC approved / provide UL number) during the proposed work, all such devices shall be installed, tested, and accepted prior occupancy. This also applies to wiring to existing devices, which are cut and reconnected during the proposed work.

9. Provide a complete Fire Alarm System Sequence of Operation for the all of the devices that will be used in the proposed construction space.

10. In the event of an impairment to the fire protection system in the area of the proposed work during construction, the Contractor shall notify the facilities manager whom shall complete an Impairment Notification Form and forward it to the persons indicated on that form.

11. Where Fire Alarm wiring cable is housed in conduit, the conduit shall be a minimum of ¾” diameter. 

12. Compression type connector fittings shall be used for all EMT end connections.

13. All Fire Alarm Activation, Detection, and Notification devices shall transmit signals to the Fire Alarm Panel and the Central Monitoring Station as addressable devices.

14. All new and/or relocated fire detection and suppression devices shall be installed, tested, and accepted prior occupancy. This also applies to wiring to existing devices, which are cut and reconnected during the proposed work.  

15. All pull stations must be double action activated.

16. Paint white stripe from top left to bottom right on all pull stations.

17. All battery installations shall be dated.

18. All fire alarm devices shall be bar coded and labeled on the outside of the device.

19. Paint all fire alarm conduit, junction boxes, and condolets red.
20. All fire alarm control panel conduits shall have a #10 AWG ground wire.
21. All Fire Watches shall possess a F-01 Certificate of Fitness issued by the NYC Fire Department.
