Dewatering Notes

The proposed construction may require construction dewatering.  Include the following notes on the drawings for construction dewatering;

1. Discharge all effluent to a catch basin approved by the Engineer.  Discharge effluent shall not be discharged through wetlands, pavement or other adjacent areas and shall not cause flooding or ponding on site or in adjacent areas.

2. When discharging to storm sewer or surface water:

a) Comply with the requirements of the New Jersey Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NJPDES) Construction Dewatering Discharges General Permit (NJPDES Permit No. NJ0134511).  Submit copies of all submittals required by the permit to the Engineer.  Dewatering discharge shall not exceed the pollutant limits set in the Construction Dewatering Discharges General Permit or the NJPDES Stormwater permit for Newark Liberty International Airport (NJ0134791).

b) Sample initial dewatering discharge for the required parameters in the Construction Dewatering Discharges General Permit.  Subsequent compliance with pollutant limits may be demonstrated by monitoring for turbidity as allowed by the Construction Dewatering Discharges General Permit.

c) Do not discharge to storm sewer or surface water until demonstrated that the discharge does not exceed applicable pollutant limits.

3. Ensure that the total rated capacity for all on-line dewatering pumps shall not exceed 100,000 gallons per day.  If exceeded, it shall require a water supply allocation permit, a short term permit-by-rule or a water use registration in accordance with NJAC 7:19-New Jersey Water Supply Allocation rules.

4. If effluent from dewatering operations exhibits evidence of petroleum contamination such as sheen, liquid-phase product, odor, or floatable debris, the contractor shall cease dewatering operation and proceed as directed by the Engineer.

5. Submit to the Engineer an approved Dewatering Plan.







Environmental Subsurface Investigation Notes

The proposed investigation may generate Investigation Derived Waste (IDW).  Include the following language for handling and disposal of IDW:

· Investigation Derived Waste (IDW) to be disposed off-site shall be tested by a state certified laboratory in accordance with the criteria of a permitted disposal facility.
· The Port Authority of NY & NJ shall be notified that IDW is being stockpiled for off-site disposal at least 24 hours prior to stockpiling the IDW.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The sampling plan and copy of the permit for the intended disposal facility shall be submitted to the Port Authority of NY & NJ prior to removing the material from the stockpile location.

HVAC Disposal Note

Disposal of the existing HVAC Units, associated with the maintenance and customer service buildings, must be performed pursuant to the requirements of NJAC 7:26A-5.1.


Lighting Notes

If fluorescent, high intensity discharge, neon, mercury vapor, high pressure sodium, metal halide lighting, or any other Lamp as defined in 40CFR273.9 is to be recovered in demolition, the Tenant shall make the provision in contract drawings for proper recycling and/or disposal of spent bulbs as per NJAC 7:26A-7 and 40CFR273

Oil Water Separator Installation

New Oil Water Separator Tank must be double-walled with interstitial monitoring, as well as have a high oil alarm system.



Oil/Water Separator Removal Note
Existing Oil/Water Separator, to be removed, must be cleaned pursuant to applicable sections of API Recommended Practice 1604.



Paint Products Notes

The PA Agency Safety Management Division must approve paint products that contains isocyanates prior to their use. Accordingly, if the paint product proposed for use under this TAA contains isocyanates, submit a copy of the Safety Data sheet, Product Label, and a cover letter referencing the TAA number to the EWR Principal Environmental Programs Specialist for review and approval at the following address:

Potable Water Connection Note
Provide copy of water potability test results, from an NJDEP certified laboratory, after lines have been disinfected pursuant to the requirements of National Standard Plumbing Code.

Passaic Valley Sewerage Commission Connection Note 
(required during new construction, change in use, change in operator of a tenant’s leasehold or any activity that increases water usage and/or sanitary discharge from leasehold)

Provide confirmation that Passaic Valley Sewerage Commissioners (PVSC) Connection Program Project Referral form has been submitted to PVSC.  This is required because this project involves a change to the EWR Sanitary Sewer Discharge System. Additionally, provide either a “Reviewed No PVSC Fee” Letter or confirmation that the fee was paid at the Pre-Construction Meeting.



Underground Storage Tanks Removal Note

Removal of Subsurface Storage Tanks must be performed pursuant to requirements of NJAC 7:14B.

Soil Disposal Notes

The proposed Construction may generate excess excavated soil.  Include the following notes on the drawings for handling and disposal of excess soil:

1. Excess soil to be disposed off-site shall be tested by a state certified laboratory in accordance with the criteria of a permitted disposal facility or as specified for the completion of the State Regulatory Agency’s application for a beneficial use determination.

2. The Port Authority of NY & NJ shall be notified that excess material is being stockpiled for off-site disposal at least 24 hours prior to stockpiling the soil.

3. The sampling plan and copy of the permit for the intended disposal facility or State approval for beneficial reuse shall be submitted to the Port Authority of NY & NJ prior to removing the material from the stockpile location.
